ATTENDANCE 
Attendance remains a huge focus for us, we want every child to gain the best 
possible education and that means they have to be in school and on time. The 
guidance from the local authority regarding absence during term time states;  

Failure to secure your child’s regular attendance at school can amount to 
offence contrary to s444 (1) of the Education Act 1996. In accordance with 

current guidance, this absence, if taken, will be unauthorised absence and as 
such is capable of triggering a referral to the Local Authority Education Welfare 

Team for a Fixed Penalty Notice. Should a referral be made and the Local 
Authority decide to issue a Fixed Penalty Notice, then you will be required to 

pay a Fixed Penalty of up £120, (you should also be aware that a Fixed 
Penalty Notice can be issued individually to each parent in respect of a child) 
failure to pay may result in prosecution before your local Magistrates Court.
